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 Policy:  All users will be responsible for pushing their data from the acquisition computer to the server.  User data will reside on the acquisition computer for only two weeks after which time it will be deleted.  User data will be maintained on the server for several months before it will be purged.
Data must be pushed from the Acquisition Computer XE "acquisition computer"  (Squid) to the Analysis Computer (Tako) and then copied to DVD or sent to a remote computer.  If copying to a remote computer follow the procedures as outlines below.
Procedure:

1. After pushing data to the RAID array it can be acquired by logging onto Tako (tako.nimh.nih.gov) using your username and password.
2. Use the scp program to get a copy of your data.  Type:


scp -r <user>@tako.nimh.nih.gov:data/<datestamp> .

                  (where <user> is your user name on tako, and the date stamp is of the form YYYYMMDD)
