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 Policy:  The Infrared Eye Position Tracking System will be used to track eye position or fixation when needed during MEG recording.

The Infrared Eye Position Tracking System – The infra-red eye tracking system captures a zoomed in video of the subject’s eye and, after calibration, can estimate gaze position onto a screen providing gaze coordinates and pupil dilation.  Gaze position can then be broadcast to the stimulus and/or ACQ computer for real-time or post-hoc analysis.  

The Infrared Eye Position Tracking System includes the: 
1. Infrared Camera (located in the MSR).

2. Infrared Light 

3. Eye Tracking Computer

4. Eye Tracking Software
