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 Policy:  MEG subjects will be monitored throughout the scanning process.
Procedure:
1) When performing an MEG study there must be at least two persons conducting the study, one of which is capable of operating the equipment. 
2) If an emergency were to occur, one person would stay with the subject to observe the subject and document the sequence of events, assure that he/she does not injury themselves, and/or administer aide; the other person would  go get  or call for medical assistance.

3) Subjects must be observed at all times and the subjects will not be left unattended while in the MSR or during scanning.
4) When recording, the operator will monitor the activities of the subject at all times while inside the MSR via: 

a) Voice intercom, 

b) Video cameras and
c) Infrared lighting, if recording in darkness.
