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 Policy:  All subjects/patients will be up set for MEG according to standardized procedures in accordance with manufacturer’s specifications.

Procedure:

1. Fiducial Point Measurement
*If subject has had previous digital pictures of the fiducial points retrieve images and match placement. 
a. For accuracy measure the distance between the eyebrows XE "black dot" 

 XE "nasion"  (the indentation between the forehead and the nose).  
b. Place a dot 2-3 cm above this location. (since there is usually an indentation at the nasion you can place the dot slightly higher so that it will lay flat against the skin).  

c. Place a small black dot XE "black dot"  at the left and right preauricular points centered (about 1.5Cm) in front of the tragus XE "tragus" . This should be measured on a straight line from the tip of the tragus to the outer canthus for accuracy.
