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 Policy:  The Panasonic DLP Projector will be utilized in accordance with manufacturer’s specifications and MEG Core Facility policies and procedures.

The DLP Projection System XE "LCD Back Projection System"  consists of a projector XE "projector"  and a screen XE "screen"  mounted to the gantry. Images are projected through a hole in the shielded room wall into a set of mirrors which projects the image onto the screen.  The Sharp LCD Projector System" Panasonic DLP Projector System
 includes: a Projector, a Screen XE "Screen" , 3 Mirrors, and a Remote Control XE "Remote Control" .
Procedure:
1. POWERING THE PROJECTOR OFF AND ON XE "Positioning the Projector" 
a. POWERING ON 

·  XE "projector" Press the POWER button ( I ) which is located on the under side of the projector.  The power indicator will turn green and soon the image is projected on the screen. 
b. WARM UP MODE

· A warm-up period of approximately five (5) minutes may be necessary to start projection. The temperature monitor (TEMP) lights during the warm-up period. XE "projector"   When the warm-up period is completed, the temperature monitor (TEMP) turns off and the image is projected on the screen. 
c. POWERING OFF

· Press the off button. The projector will turn off when the power indicator turns to RED (i.e., until the cooling fan stops).

2. LENS  ADJUSTMENTS  (currently not working properly- gently turn lens to focus 7/19/11) XE "Positioning the Projector" 
 XE "Positioning the Projector" 


Lens Focus
a. Press the LENS button on the remote control or on the control panel on the main unit.  
b. Choose an item and adjust it using the up and down (/( arrows.



Lens Zoom

a. Press the LENS button on the remote control or on the control panel on the main unit.

b. Choose am item and adjust it using the up and down (/( arrows.
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Lens Up / Down

a. Press the LENS button on the remote control or on the control panel on the main unit.
b. Choose an item and adjust it using the up and down (/( arrows.

Lens RIGHT / LEFT Adjustment – Lens Right/Left ◄►Position Movement (dial located next to the lens on the front of the projector).
a. When the LENS LEFT/RIGHT ADJUSTMENT DIAL is turned clockwise, the screen moves toward the left.

b. When the LENS LEFT/RIGHT ADJUSTMENT DIAL is turned counterclockwise, the screen moves toward the left.

3. REVERSING THE PROJECTION SCHEME FOR SUPINE RECORDING
a. Press MENU.

b. Use OPTION2 menu 

c. Select REAR projection- choose this option if pictures are projected from the rear of a reflective screen.

d. Select CEILING mount – choose this option if the projector is installed on the ceiling (or upside down).

4. MIRROR ADJUSTMENTS

                   Wall Mirror XE "Wall Mirror"  Adjustments for Seated Recording:

1. Project an image onto the mirror.

2. Adjust the wall mirrors:

a.  Position the top mirror in front of the lens so that the image is reflected down to the bottom mirror.

b. Adjust the bottom mirror so that the image is projected centered onto the screen XE "screen" .  

Ceiling Mirror XE "Ceiling Mirror"  Adjustments for Supine Recording:

1. Place the ancillary wall mirror (smaller mirror) on the 2nd set of wall brackets. 

2. Position the top mirror so that it projects onto the smaller mirror.   Position the smaller mirror so that it projects onto the ceiling mirror.  

3. Slide the ceiling mirror into position so that the image from the ceiling mirror is projected onto the screen.

5. SCREEN ADJUSTMENTS

1. Position the screen XE "screen"  so that the image is projected centered onto the screen. If possible the screen should be perpendicular to the floor.

2. The screen XE "screen"  distance can be increased or decreased by loosening the black knob located on the telescoping screen arm XE "telescoping screen arm"  and adjusting the arm length. 

3. If necessary, the screen XE "screen"  can also be removed and flipped so that it is closer to the subject. Loosen the knob located on the telescoping screen arm XE "telescoping screen arm" .  Pull the arm out, flip the screen and re-insert.  Position the screen and tighten the knob.

4. Use the black knob located on the gantry mounting bar to raise and lower the screen.
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6. PROJECTOR INPUT

1. Press the RGB Button located on the projector or remote;

           

          set to either: 

a. DVI (Digital Video Interference); *normal mode for good quality or 

b. RGB1 (Red Green Blue); poorer quality.
