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 Policy: The various response systems provide for subject response monitoring via an electronics interface which will output to the acquisition computer in order to observe or examine response input and / or response time.

Procedure:
I. Air Puff Stimulator
The Air Puff Stimulator is a tactile sensory nerve stimulator. The Air-puff stimulator is applied to the fingertip.  It produces a puff of air which provides tactile stimulation which produces a measurable sensory response in the nerve.
II. LED Flasher 
The LED Flasher is a light emitting diode which flashes a red strobe light for visual system stimulation.
III. PIEZO BUZZER
A buzzer device which has no moving parts which uses the electromechanical interaction between the mechanical and the electrical state in a crystalline material to measure pressure, acceleration, strain or force and converts them to an electrical charge. 
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
