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 Policy:  MEG Core Facility staff will provide users, subject and patients information regarding MEG
  procedures.  Additionally all users are required to attend MEG orientation and training.
Procedure:
1. All subjects will receive a detailed description of the research study including information regarding the MEG procedure. This will be documented via the “Consent To Participate In A Clinical Research Study Protocol”.  Refer to “Subject Guidelines”.

2. Written information in the form of a brochure, pamphlet and / or handout may be sent/or given to subjects with information and instructions regarding MEG procedures.  
3. Subjects will be given verbal information / instructions and given an opportunity to pose any question at the time they are consented for the MEG scan and at any time during the procedure.  An attempt will be made to answer all questions to the subject’s satisfaction and/or they will be referred to an appropriate source.

4. If applicable and appropriate to the study design, subjects will be given specific training for the study task prior to the beginning of the research study.
